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Glimpses Galore...by Deb Kinney 

   This time of year is often filled with memories, times of reflection and many wonderful activities. As I re-

flect on 2010, I wanted to give you some further insight into what I have been doing as your pastor this 

past year in the area of spirituality. While this area is not something that has been a focus when it comes 

to my performance evaluations, it is vitally important to me and to our congregation in how we ôdo church 

together.õ 

   The Personnel Committee and I have been reading a book which looks at a variety of issues, from being 

the church in a ôpost-modern cultureõ to staff evaluations. Chapter 4 begins by challenging the pastor to 

be emotionally and spiritually fit. It states that pastors need to lead spiritually surrendered lives and to be 

on their knees in prayer regularly. òWho you are is more important than what you do,ó the author writes. 

She suggests pastors need to care for their spiritual lives by practicing spiritual disciplines, having a spir-

itual director, having an active prayer life, going on spiritual retreats, having a support group, etc. This is 

some of what being a spiritual leader entails.  

   Since much of our spirituality does not happen in a crowd, (Jesus retreated to the mountains to pray), I 

wanted to let you know some ways I am attending to my spiritual needs so I can better attend to yours. I 

do have a spiritual director. I visit with her about once a month. During a session of about 50 minutes, my 

director and I spend time praying and examining how Godõs Spirit is working in my life, my work, my re-

lationships. I am given articles or books to read, prayers to pray and ôassignmentsõ that focus my attention 

on Godõs continuing presence in all these areas. The goal of these sessions is that I daily see God more 

clearly, love God more dearly and follow God more nearly. And as I am growing in my ability to do that, I 

am also growing in my ability to help you as you seek God.  

   Spiritual direction is an emerging practice within the Reformed tradition. It has been part of the Roman 

Catholic and Episcopalian traditions for centuries. Spiritual directionõs primary focus is to deepen oneõs 

relationship with God. It is not therapy. It is not counseling. Rather it is ôholy listeningõ. In spiritual direc-

tion two people pledge to journey together for a time in order to listen for Godõs voice and discern Godõs 

leading.  

   Not only am I receiving spiritual direction, but I am also learning to become a spiritual director. I have 

finished one year of training and classes and will be going to San Francisco Theological Seminary again 

in January for 2 classes in a 3-week intensive study. I am working towards a Diploma in the Art of Spiritual 

Direction. This training involves daily engagement in the spiritual disciplines like prayer, meditation, 

Scripture reading, journaling, etc. We also attend chapel twice a day. This time and training provide me 

with insight into how to listen better for Godõs voice and how to help others notice Godõs movements in 

life. It also requires that I be in supervision, so monthly  I spend an hour with a trained supervisor and di-

rector who asks the tough questions in how I am becoming more attuned to God. She also holds me ac-

countable as I seek to care for others and point them towards God.  

December 19, on Youth Sunday, we will present something fun and new. 

As our gift to you, the congregation, the youth will tell the story of the 

very first Christmas through drama, photographs and music. Rex Beet-

ner has already taken all of the pictures and is adding his magical touch 

to make them truly unique. As a special gift to you, Samantha Anderson 

will sing a solo during this time.  

Again, you will have the option to come forward and offer gifts to the 

Christ child. The greatest way to thank God for the gift of His son is to 

care for the smallest of His children.  

 If you would like to be a part of this, please bring a new unwrapped 

and unopened package for an infant or a child to be laid at the feet of the Savior during the service . 

These will then be distributed to local childrenõs programs as well as to children undergoing cancer 

treatment during the holidays at the University of Iowa hospitals.  

From all of us in Christian Education, we want to wish you and your family a very blessed Christmas.
